Chapter Meeting Minutes

June 19TH, 2009 

Jerry Wallace called the chapter reorganization meeting to order at 12:00 PM.  Those in attendance and constituting a quorum were:

The purpose of this meeting was to begin reorganizing the chapter after a two-year period of inactivity.  Those in attendance elected temporary officers and board members, replacing those previously elected when the chapter was last active.

ISEE’s Model Chapter Constitution was referenced by Jerry Wallace to determine the correct amount of officers and board members needed to properly govern the chapter:

· Constitution, Article 4, Section 1.  The Officers of the Chapter shall be the President, Vice-President, Secretary, Treasurer, and Past President.  The officers shall constitute the Executive Committee.

· Constitution, Article 4, Section 2.  The governing body of the Chapter shall be the Chapter Board of Directors; hereinafter called the Chapter Board, in which the government and management of the Chapter is vested, except as otherwise provided for in the Constitution.

· Constitution, Article 4, Section 3.  The Board shall consist of the Executive Committee, nine (9) Directors elected at large from the Chapter membership and one Director appointed by the President.

It was also determined by Ed Coulter that according to Constitution, Article 4, Section 16 that “No more than one individual from any corporation or business entity shall be nominated as a candidate for elected officer or director of the Chapter at any time.”

Geri Woods stated that no state employees could serve as voting members of the board, or as officers due to conflict of interest.  Although an advisory role would be permitted.

MOTION by Rod Harding

Move to nominate Jon Andrews as interim president.

Seconded and carried without dissent.

MOTION by Jerry Wallace

Move to nominate Rod Harding as interim vice-president.

Seconded and carried without dissent.

MOTION by Jon Andrews

Move to nominate Jeremy Miller as interim secretary.

Seconded and carried without dissent.

MOTION by Ed Coulter

Move to nominate Debra Hanson as interim treasurer.

Seconded and carried without dissent.

Note:  The state of the treasurer position was discussed regarding the need for meeting minutes showing evidence of the position change to allow the new treasurer, Debra Hanson, access to the chapter’s bank account.  Debra Hanson replaces Dave Farmer as treasurer.

MOTION by Jon Andrews

Move to have two signatures required on the chapter’s bank account;  Rod Harding (vice president) and Debra Hanson (treasurer).

Seconded and carried without dissent.

MOTION by the Executive Committee

Move to nominate the following individuals to the interim Chapter Board:  Ken Warner, Quentin Rhoton, Ramon Coronel, Geri Woods, Robbie Watson, Jeff Voelker, Kris Jeremiah, and Matt Higgins.

Seconded and carried without dissent.

NEW BUSINESS

· Sending meeting minutes to Debra Hanson to gain access to the chapter’s bank account.

· Developing a mailing list, either by email or traditional means for the purpose of gaining a membership base.

· Organizing a chapter newsletter committee.
